PROCEDURE AND POLICIES IN RESPECT OF GRANTS
The Council will consider requests - for grants - from organisations, which must complete an application form (obtainable from the Town Clerk) and return it to the Town Clerk.

Applications will be considered on merit, and first consideration will be given to groups which fall within the Town Council’s boundaries, or whose services are of benefit to people living within the boundaries.  Thereafter, other organisations will be considered if funding allows.  Applications from individuals would not be legal and will not be considered; neither will applications for running costs.  Grants are normally awarded for start-up costs, training, new equipment or specific functions or activities that will benefit people in the Town Council’s area.

Your application form, MUST be accompanied by each of the following:


1. a copy of the latest statement for each bank account


2. annual accounts*

3. (for new organisations or new applicants) the constitution
and must reach the Town Clerk in time for the next “grants” meeting, the date of which the Town Clerk will provide.  You should also include a letter outlining the reason for your application, together with any other documentation in support of your application.

If your application is for a specific project, please indicate the estimated cost and how your organisation expects to fund it.

Applications are usually considered in February and September.  The Town Clerk will inform you as soon as possible following the meeting of the Council whether your application has been successful.  
* Please note that a bank statement alone will not meet the Council’s needs.  It WILL wish to see the latest-available receipts and payments account, plus a balance sheet.  The balance sheet should show ALL bank accounts and investment accounts, plus funds held by trusts which benefit your organisation.  You do not have to prepare them specially for your application: the latest ones that are already available should be suitable.
